Sales – Vendors are to remain open for business until at least 3:00 p.m. on Saturday & Sunday, weather permitting.  Sales must be 

“take home” merchandise. Vendors may not sell live animals, food or beverages intended for immediate consumption, firearms, 

drug paraphernalia, pornographic materials, items under Illinois statutes (not limited to the excerpt) 
A person commits the offense of unlawful use of weapons when he knowingly:  
(1) Sells, manufactures, purchases, possesses or  

 

carries any bludgeon, black-jack, slung-shot, sand-club, sand-bag, metal knuckles or other knuckle weapon regardless of its composition, throwing 

star, or any knife, commonly referred to as a switchblade knife, which has a blade that opens automatically by hand pressure applied to a button, 

spring or other device in the handle of the knife, or a ballistic knife, which is a device that propels a knifelike blade as a projectile by means of 

a coil spring, elastic material or compressed gas; or 
 

(2) Carries or possesses with intent to use the same  

 unlawfully against another, a dagger, dirk, billy, dangerous knife, razor, stiletto, broken bottle or other piece of glass, stun gun or taser or any 
other dangerous or deadly weapon or instrument of like character; or 

 

additional items listed in the Illinois statute.  Please review complete statute.), and items deemed inappropriate by the 

Gladiolus Festival. Anyone caught violating the sales policy and Illinois State statute will be asked to leave the show and may be 

reported to local authorities.  Customers purchasing large items will work with Gladiolus Festival staff to coordinate pick-up.  For 

information on the Flea, Craft & Antique Market, call Dawn Willbarger at 815-472-6353 or visit the Momence Gladiolus Festival 

website at www.gladfest.com.  
Registration – Vendor spaces always sell out! Registrations will be accepted in the order received, providing that setup and size are 

compatible with the park layout, and the condition of the river and grounds. All vehicles must fit on your 15’ (across x 25’ long 

space. You must reserve enough space for your vehicles and your display, there will be no exceptions.  Deadlines are printed on 

the registration form. You may register for Saturday only or for Saturday and Sunday.  Spaces that face the main road are to stay 

for both days. No Sunday – only registrations are accepted.  Registration fee is the same for one day or for two days. Registration 

fee is non-refundable.  No empty boxes or garbage are to be left on spaces upon departure. A dumpster is located on the back of 

the main island.   Confirmation – You will receive a pink post card confirmation within 30 days of receipt of your reservation 

form. If you do not receive a confirmation card within 30 days, call 815-472-6353.  We reserve the right to not accept a reservation 

request and return the request form and payment.  

 

Arrivals – At the bridge in Momence take Mill Street east to the park entrance.  Do not block entrance to Handicap parking. Stay to 

the right on Mill Street when you arrive, and do not block residents’ driveways or worker access to their parking area  Vendors 

will be admitted on Friday from 12:30 to 5:00 pm. Arriving and lining up on Mill Street could result in a ticket.  On Saturday, vendor 

admittance is 5:30 am – 7:45 am. Vendors not present by 8:00 a.m. on Saturday will forfeit their reservation if on the main 

island. Vendors will not be permitted on Saturday or Sunday to enter the park after 8:00 a.m. with a vehicle.  

Spaces – Are 15’ across and 25’ long.  Vehicles and trailers are to be parked in your space, so be sure to reserve enough room.  

All spaces are pre-assigned, and assignments are distributed upon arrival.  Your assignment sheet will be your gate pass if you leave 

on Saturday and return on Sunday.  Spaces do not include tables or electricity.  Vendors may not move from their assigned 

spaces on Sunday. All spaces are outdoor spaces in a park setting.  Make accommodations for the weather.
